Fully close bottom hinge.

Ensure frame hinge pins enter sash hinge holes.

Align sash along frame and lower onto hinge.

Open sash and tilt slightly down.

Push the sash in at the top so the top hinge slot fits onto the Open the frame top hinge.

Align the pins and locking lug into the sash top hinge holes and Turn the locking tab back over itself (90°). Ensure the detent in the
press down. locking tab sits into the hole of the hinge to make secure.

Operation check

Close sash slowly, checking gaps are even around sash and frame.

Operate sash to the fully open position slowly, checking smooth
operation. Adjust if necessary, see adjustment over page.
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Lift and turn handle to open and close. Ensure operation is smooth

and handle sits flat in its recess.

If Locking Handle has been installed, ensure you discuss
Night-Glow® key mounting with the homeowner, to ensure fall
prevention requirements are met.

m Adjustment

Itis highly unlikely you will need to adjust the hinge window at the point of installation, but if you do, you can adjust the hardware in

four (4) ways.

Sash compression adjustment = +/0.8mm Sash vertical adjustment = 4.0mm
Using a 4mm Allen key turn the locking cams to adjust Using a 4mm Allen key turn the screw in the bottom hinge to
compression of the sash to the frame. adjust the sash vertically.
